	Day 1:

Students will read each animal description and select the animal that fits them the most characteristically.  Students must not share their selection with the class. Once the student has selected the animal, they must check their birth year and date with the Chinese zodiac to see if their prediction aligned with the correct animal.  If not, they must select the animal that matches their birthday and year.  Chinese zodiacs will remain a secret until the following school day. 

Day 2:

The students will be prompted to think about their Chinese zodiac animals they selected yesterday.  The teacher will then provide instructions and explain the next activity.  As a group they area going to classify students by which the class thinks each person is.  The class needs to be told to keep their animal a secret. The students will read each animal description and place each student in the group most fitting.  Once everyone has bee placed within a group, each student will verbally state which animal they really are by selecting the animal that aligns with their date of birth and year.
